PRAYER GUIDE: PSALM 22:1-21 (ESV)
To the choirmaster: according to The Doe of the Dawn. A Psalm of David.

My God, my God, why have you forsaken me? 12 Many bulls encompass me;

Why are you so far from saving me, from the words of  strong bulls of Bashan surround me;
my groaning? Bthey open wide their mouths at me,
20 my God, | cry by day, but you do not answer, like a ravening and roaring lion.
